Two-Year Eligibility 
The 2025-26 spring sport season marks the start of SOO’s qualification process towards the 2028 Provincial Spring Games. Athletes/teams interested in qualifying for that competition must be registered with their local clubs no later than February 1, 2026 and must attend a competition this season.  
Communities should be actively encouraging competition participation for their spring sport programs (basketball, bocce, powerlifting, swimming & tenpin) and ensure that results are documented and submitted to SOO for tracking purposes. 

For athletes unable to attend competition for reasons outside of their control (injury, illness and significant life events), requests for two-year eligibility exemptions need to be submitted this season.
